But we need 

parental consent to vaccinate their children.    

On November 18, a total of 25 children of our 

school will be fully vaccinated. 

WHAT WE CAN DO AFTER VACCINATION 

We can do normal teaching and learning at the 

school after most of the children and teachers have 

received vaccination.  

We can receive guests and donors who come to 

our school.  We can accept the people who come 

to provide lunch to our children. 

In addition, we can accept international guests and 

volunteers in our school.  

Moreover, we can do activities normally with the 

children on the campus.
